This is an intensive three-day seminar.  Come ready to work!  Joel is a tough teacher but you will leave this seminar much better prepared to track missing people in the wilderness.  We will be running a K9 seminar concurrently with the Joel Hardin seminar and may combine the two resources (Mantrackers and K9s) during a challenging scenario.  Mantrackers will be challenged in tracking through K9 team sign and K9s will be challenged in trailing through mantracker and other resource scent.  The seminar fee is $400.00 and covers four days lodging, three days of meals and tuition.   Check-in is May 8th and check-out is May 12th by 10 AM.  Please eat before you arrive on May 8th (or bring it with you).  We may serve breakfast on May 12th depending on the number of people still at the camp.
Joel Hardin is a Master Tracker with a culmination of 35 years of experience in tracking, training and mission experience.  Please see his site at http://www.jhardin-inc.com/ for more information on Joel and his instructors.
Directions to the camp from Cody:  take Hwy. 120 north approximately 16 miles.  Turn left (or west) on Hwy, 296, the Chief Joseph Hwy., and drive approximately 13 miles up and turn left on Painter Road which leads into the Northwest College Field Camp (turn will be flagged).

The cabins have bunk beds with pillows and blankets (no sheets).  You can bring your own sleeping bag if you like.  We usually try to place no more than three people per cabin.   Please also bring a towel, soap, shampoo and bottled water for fieldwork.  Nights can get cold so bring a coat and rain gear.  If you’re driving, bring bear spray.  We’ll have a few extra canisters for those of you flying in.  Bring cameras as the Sunlight Basin area where we will train is one of the most beautiful sights you’ll ever see.
